 III. PERSONAL STATEMENT

Provide concrete supporting evidence from your own reading as you develop your argument or analysis. The essay may be informal (e.g. you may speak in your own voice, use the first person, use humor or a light tone), but you must use standard English throughout. If you happen to consult, quote, paraphrase, or summarize any outside sources in writing the essay, be sure to mark direct quotations with quotation marks and to cite your sources!

b)  What book, play, or work of art has most influenced or affected you?  How have you changed as a result of reading this book or viewing this play or work of art?  You could discuss two books, plays, or works of art if you prefer.

c)   Imagine that Mark Twain’s classic The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, the most frequently banned book in U.S. history because of its 200+ uses of the “n”-word to refer to the African American characters, has been assigned as required reading in  all first-year seminars at Le Moyne College.  Your parents, shocked that you have been required to read and discuss such a book, are threatening to take you out of Le Moyne and send you to a safer, less radical college where books like Huck Finn are banned.  Write an essay or a letter to your parents arguing that you should be allowed to pursue your education at Le Moyne.

    The Integral Honors Program accepts bright, talented, capable students from all majors into our program of interdisciplinary tandem-taught or team-taught seminar-style courses.  In Spring ’13, we are piloting the first courses of our new Honors curriculum designed to fit seamlessly into the new college Core Curriculum.  In the new Honors curriculum, 24 of the 27 credit hours required for the Integral Honors degree will fulfill college core requirements.  Students best suited to meeting the challenges of the Honors curriculum and profiting from  studying at the Honors level are those with some or all of the following qualities: very good critical reading and writing skills; solid analytical abilities; insight; creativity; a genuine interest in learning; an openness to new ideas and new perspectives; a willingness to engage in oral discussion and debate; a good memory; determination and diligence.  

    The Honors Program has no SAT, ACT, or high school GPA minimums for acceptance. The Honors Committee examines the merits of each candidate individually, based on the information in the candidate’s application and faculty recommendations.  A brief paragraph of three or four sentences from Le Moyne faculty assessing this candidate’s strengths and weaknesses as a student will thus be extremely helpful to the Honors Committee in its deliberations.
